Product Care

Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive heat.

Protect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and lacquered finish. A cloth or other protective material should be placed between it
and the furniture.

Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water. Stronger cleaning agents, such as Benzene, thinner or similar materials can
damage the surface of the unit.

Installing and Replacing Backup Batteries

Your new Timex Alarm Clock includes a battery backup system that will maintain the time and alarm settings
during a temporary power interruption.
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1. Keep unit connected to AC power when changing batteries to avoid losing your settings.

2. Press on latch to remove the battery compartment cover located on the bottom of the unit .

3. Check the correct polarity (+/ - ) markings in the battery compartment and install two “AAA”batteries (not
included).

4. Replace the battery compartment cover.

NOTE: With batteries installed, the display will turn off during a power failure but the clock will continue to

run and maintain your alarm settings. The alarm will not sound when operating on batteries during

power interruption.



Connecting to Power Source

Plug the AC cable on the back of the unit into a working wall outlet that is not controlled by a wall switch.
The unit does not operate on batteries (the battery back up system maintains clock settings during power
failures).
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Press and hold the Clock/Alarm Reset Button until the time flashes on the display.
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Press and release the MINUS or PLUS Buttons to adjust the time (press and hold for rapid setting).
NOTE: The PM indicator will light when the hour is set for PM. There is no AM indicator.

ALM RESET

Press and release the Clock/Alarm Reset Button to complete clock setting.

Setting and Using Alarms

This unit has two independent alarms, Alarm 1 and Alarm 2. Each is set and operates in the same way. Instructions
below show Alarm 1. Follow the same method to set Alarm 2. Alarms sound for 1 hour.
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Press and hold the Alarm 1 Button until the current alarm time blinks on the display.
The Alarm 1 indicator will light.
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Press and release the MINUS or PLUS Buttons to adjust the Alarm 1 alarm time (press and hold for rapid
setting).
NOTE: The PM indicator will light when the hour is set for PM. There is no AM indicator.
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Press and release the Alarm 1 Button to complete setting Alarm 1.

PREVEWING ALARM, TURNING ALARM ON OR OFF & NEXT DAY ALARM RESET
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ALM RESET

To silence a sounding alarm and reset it to come on the following day, press the relevant alarm button (Alarm 1
Button or Alarm 2 Button OR the Clock/Alarm Reset Button). To activate an alarm, press and release the
relevant alarm button. The alarm is armed when the indicator is lit. To disarm, press and hold the relevant alarm
button, making sure indicator is off.




SNOOZE/DIMMER
* Press and release the Snooze/Dimmer Button when the alarm sounds to silence it for 9 minutes.
Snooze can be used several times during 1 hour alarm cycle.

* During normal operaton (alarm is NOT sounding), press and hold the Snooze/Dimmer Button to
toggle between high and low display brightness settings.

ALARM VOLUME

« Slide the Alarm Volume Selector Switch on the back of the clock to SOFT or LOUD position to
adjust alarm volume for light or heavy sleepers.

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Battery Cautions and Tips

» Only use the recommended/supplied batteries or equivalent.

« Use alkaline batteries for longer life.

Do not mix old and new batteries, and do not mix alkaline, carbon-zinc or rechargeable nickel-cadmium batteries.
« Insert batteries with proper polarity (+/—) as indicated.

« Remove exhausted batteries from product.

» Recharge rechargeable batteries under adult supervision.

« Do not attempt to recharge non-rechargeable batteries.

« Do not open batteries or heat them beyond normal ambient temperatures.

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Troubleshooting

. The unit does not power ON.
The unit is not connected to AC outlet, the AC outlet has no power, or is controlled by a wall switch that is “OFF”. Check AC outlet and
wall switch.

. Alarm does not come on.
The alarm time AM or PM incorrectly set, Alarm was OFF, etc. Check alarm settings.

. Low battery indicator is on.

Batteries have not been installed correctly in the battery compartment or the batteries may be weak or exhausted. Try replacing
batteries.
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. Unit shuts “Off” unexpectedly.

The unit is in Sleep Mode instead of the power ON mode, the unit was turned ON by an alarm and the alarm time ended, or the AC
outlet unit is connected to is controlled by a wall switch that is turned OFF. Check wall switch.
